· Uses Creo Sheet Metal Mode
· 2D geometry imported
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· The model is Creo, using sheet metal mode.
· The model consists of imported 2D geometry (plus one solid cut), so the sheet metal mode really isn’t being used at all.  Likely the 2D geometry was defined in AutoCAD at some previous time, exported to DXF and brought into Creo.
· The Drawing attempts to clearly show where there are perforations, scores and cuts specific to corrugate mfg, but is not optimum for the purpose.  The model is not really useful as is to the mfg.
· Since the model consists on an import feature, there is no folded up version available from the sheet metal module.   There is no where-used relationship for the model in Windchill.  It is unknown if there is a model of the folded-up carton or where that is stored / managed.
· There is a pending change request to modify some of the areas on the drawing which are shown as perforations and show them instead as cuts.
